The aim of this course is to introduce students to contemporary meth-
ods of financial statement analysis and accounting-based valuation.
Special emphasis will be put on (1) the interrelation between valuation
theory and accounting, (2) relevant characteristics of financial state-
ments prepared on the basis of International Financial Reporting Stan-
dards (IFRS), and (3) application of the valuation and analysis
framework to real world cases and examples. The course will discuss
several approaches to valuation of equity and debt investments and
their respective merits. Based on the concept of accounting-based valu-
ation, an analytical framework for analysis of financial statements will
be developed, with an emphasis on ratio analysis of profitability and
growth. Having identified the major value drivers at work, forecasting
tools will be outlined.
