Introduction to EU Law – Selected Cases
Course Description:

The course "Introduction to EU Law - Selected Cases" introduces the students to EU law, using English as the teaching language. It aims at enabling students to study an international subject in English. The course will focus on the basics of EU law (fundamental freedoms, general principles, institutional law of the EU), discussing the leading cases decided by the European Court of Justice. As well as communicating the legal aspects the course is designed to train students in the English legal terminology relevant to EU law, thus enabling them to include the writings of legal scholars and practitioners in English language in their study and research, and to overcome the national boundaries of the discussion of a law common to all EU Member States. The German legal scholars' "herrschende Meinung" may not necessarily take all relevant points into account, nor will it always be the one to convince the ECJ in a case before it. The course will thus provide students with essential knowledge for the legal professions, which increasingly demands both the ability to communicate on legal subjects in English, and knowledge of the views on EU law held in "Brussels" and in the other Member States.
