Abstract size

For both, oral and poster presentations, the transcript is limited to 1 page A4 
(approx. 450 words), including title, contact details and references.

Structure

Use sections, such as introduction, material and methods, results and discussion.
Format

All submissions begin on line 1 with title, author(s) name(s) and contact details. Author(s) name(s) must be written in full (First name-Last name) and contact details must include the full address (organization, address, postal code, city, country) and email of the corresponding author. 

· All margins (top, bottom, right, left) must be set at 2.5 cm.

· Line spacing: 

· Single space text blocks

· Double space after title, author(s) name(s), and corresponding author’s address and between other main sections

· Font:

· Text: Times Roman 12 (for all text)

· Title: Bold, 12 pt, upper and lower case. Do not capitalize the entire title

· Author name(s), affiliation and addresses: Italics. The presenting author’s is  underlined 

· Headings in text: Bold and placed by the left margin; only the initial letter is in capitals; headings must not be numbered; no extra line is  left after headings

· Subheadings in text: Italics

· Superscripts and subscripts: e.g. m2, H2O

· Align the main text block to the left

· Center the title, author(s) name(s), and contact details

· Use a dot (.) as a decimal point

· Use italics for Latin names of organisms (scientific names)

· Use acronyms and abbreviations after the first listing of an organizational name or frequently used terms

Tables and figures

Tables and figures are serially numbered (Arabic numerals) and include a title and legend. 

The manuscript includes no images.

References

If there are references, they should be cited in the text as follows:

(Fransen & Smith, 1985), (Roberts et al., 1996), Swinnen & Coenen (1992), 
Mueller et al. (1996). 

They then should be given at the end of the transcript as follows: 

Fransen, K.I. & Smith, P.O. (1985). Title of chapter from the book. In: Title of the book. Authors (eds). Publisher, Place of publication. First page-last page.

Roberts, E.P., Janson, T.M. & Custers, K.L. (1996). Title of the article. Name of journal, volume: first page-last page.

Swinnen, J.L. & Coenen, P.W. (1992). Title of the book. Publisher, Place of Publication. 506 p.

Young, M.D.B. & Growing, J.W. (1998). Title of the web page [on line]. Available at http://www.url.com [date of consultation: dd/mm/yy].
