Students who participate in this special seminar will leave with an understanding of
how poems work and with the skills needed to analyze poetry and other literary texts.

In times of climate change and increasingly fragile ecosystems, political debates about
suitable economic and social strategies to prevent further environmental degradation ha-
ve resurfaced on a global scale. This seminar will explore the history, policies, and acti-
vism of American environmentalism. Students will learn about the changing philosophical
ideas and cultural attitudes towards nature through diverse anthropocentric and biocent-
ric schools of thought. We will look at the Progressive era and its conservation-preservati-
on controversy, as well as the New Deal era and its management of wilderness areas and
(tourist) infrastructure. We will discuss modern environmental activism, read excerpts from
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Rachel Carson's seminal study Silent Spring (1962), and use social movements and en-
vironmental interest groups such as Friends of the Earth or the more radical Earth First!
as case studies to address American environmental laws and their impact on intensive
agriculture, industrial pollution, and nuclear/hazardous waste management. We will also
look at industrial cities such as Cleveland and Pittsburgh to discuss issues of public health
and environmental racism. By way of conclusion, we will talk about recent policy propo-
sals such as the Green New Deal.

Reading material will be made available on StudIP at the beginning of the semester.

In the 21st century, women filmmakers are still rather "marginal” if compared to their ma-
le counterparts in the United States and Canada, considering their visibility both in relation
to the Hollywood mainstream and the independent film industry. Yet it is a myth that fema-
le filmmakers are simply scarce or lack talent. Rather, it is a question of unequally distribu-
ted opportunities when it comes to funding, institutional support, representation at film fe-
stivals, theatrical releases, and critical attention, all factors that contribute to restricting the
options of women filmmakers significantly.

This course means to give feminine filmmakers the attention they deserve: we will study
the films of a number of select directors, producers, and creators that cover a wide ran-
ge of genres and forms of storytelling and engage with a variety of topics that often invol-
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ve women or girls as protagonists, the fluidity of gender and sexual orientations, the reali-
ties of racism and sexism, the creative, critical, and comic forms of imagining complex life
worlds from female, queer, and feminist perspectives. We will also consider the political,
social and economic conditions of women's filmmaking and the challenges it involves until
today.

We will include filmmakers who have been recognized internationally and whose films ha-
ve had major releases, such as Sofia Coppola or Lisa Cholodenko, but will largely focus
on independent filmmakers whose work is lesser-known, but critically acclaimed, such

as Desiree Akhavan, Martha Coolidge, Julie Dash, Cheryl Dunye, Miranda July, Barbara
Kopple, Maria Maggenti, Deepa Mehta, Madeleine Olnek, and Kelly Reichardt.

Films to be discussed include feature films of different genres and genre-mixes, including
Westerns, road movies, comedies and dramas as well as documentaries, short and expe-
rimental films, and television productions.

Michele Meek's Independent Female Filmmakers: A Chronicle Through Interviews, Pro-
files, and Manifestos will serve as a major text in the course; it is recommended that you
acquire your own copy ahead of time (Routledge, 2018, available as paperback and
ebook).

A final selection of films and critical texts will be presented with the syllabus in the first
class meeting.

David Lynch is one of the most versatile and idiosyncratic artists of our time. Though
mostly renowned as a film director, his oeuvre#often described as mysterious and
enigmatic#encompasses a wide range of media and eludes traditional categorizations. In
this class, we will discuss his work as a filmmaker and TV innovator (Twin Peaks; Twin
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Peaks: The Return), but we will also pay special attention to his visual art (painting, pho-
tography, sculpture, design) and his internet projects (Rabbits, Interview Project). We will
examine how Lynch uses various media outlets to communicate his art, analyze possible
transmedial correlations, and retrace how technical developments such as digital video or
the world wide web influenced his artistic production in terms of form, aesthetics, and con-
tent.

The American Civil War (1861-1865) -- born out of the long-lasting controversy about the
guestion of slavery and sparked by the secession of seven so-called 'slave states' -- is
probably the most significant cesura in the history of the United States, with its cultural
repercussions still reverberating in American society. In this course, we will discuss how
fiction writers and film-makers have dealt with this formative historical event and the wi-
de range of political implications, traumata, and crises it entails. Our reading list will in-
clude (among others) works by Stephen Crane, Ambrose Bierce, Mark Twain, and Shel-
by Foote. Among the films we will watch and discuss are D. W. Griffith's The Birth of

a Nation (1915), Buster Keaton's The General (1926), Victor Fleming's Gone With the
Wind (1939), and Steven Spielberg's Lincoln (2012).

Students who want to attend this seminar have to read chapters 11-16 of Paul S.

Boyer's The Enduring Vision: A History of the American People (8th edition) in order to fa-
miliarize themselves with the causes, key events, and developments as well as the signifi-
cant actors of the American Civil War.

The Nonhuman Turn comprises a whole spectrum of recent approaches in the humani-
ties, literature, and the arts that take into focus the relevance, diverse dimensions, and ex-
pression of the nonhuman: from other animals, plants, mushrooms, microbes, and enti-

re forests to inanimate materialities (e.g. stone, rivers, radioactivity, minerals) as well as
many different forms of artificial and digital life (code, robots, engines, systems, networks)
and forces that cannot be reduced to individual bodies or entities: the vital power of affect,
instincts, and empathy. However diverse these phenomena and approaches are, they
share an interest in redirecting attention from the human to the nonhuman, by attending
to the ways that other creatures, actors, and technologies "see" and experience the world
and assume agency. Hence the nonhuman turn strives to challenge the anthropocentri-
cism of common worldviews and the human exceptionalism that still informs our modes of
storytelling.

Following the project of "decentering the human in favor of a concern for the

nonhuman" (Richard Grusin), we will familiarize ourselves with relevant critical and philo-
sophical approaches that have provided ways of theorizing the nonhuman, among them
Bruno Latour's actor-network-theory, Katherine Hayles's concept of the posthuman em-
bodiment; Brian Massumi's reflection on instinct and expression; Erin Manning's art prac-
tice and ideas of "artfulness"; Wendy Hui Kyong Chun's work on code, networks, and di-
gital "crisis machines"; John Durham Peters's reflection on clouds and other "elemental”
media; Donna Haraway's idea of "naturecultures"”, Karen's Barad's insistence on the in-
tra-activity of materiality and thought, Jane Bennett's notion of "vibrant matter,” and Stacy
Alaimo's concept of "trans-corporeality,” and Jeffrey Jerome Cohen's work on stone and a
more general "ecology of the inhuman.”

We will further investigate literary works—fiction, nonfiction, and poetry—and selected art
works in order to explore how the nonhuman comes to matter and takes on agency. We
will read and discuss authors of the nineteenth century-Ralph Waldo Emerson, Henry Da-
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vid Thoreau, Margaret Fuller, Emily Dickinson, and Walt Whitman; twentieth- and 21st-
century fiction and nonfiction by Octavia Butler, Ted Chiang, Ursula Le Guin; films by Bu-
ster Keaton and Charles Chaplin; and contemporary texts by Lydia Millett, Julia Corbett,
Katherine Weber, and others. The final selection of texts will be provided in the first mee-
ting of the course.

The 1930s in the United States(and beyond) were a time of immense turmoil. After the
roaring twenties and in the aftermath of the stock market crash, this decade was demarca-
ted by severe political, economic, social, as well as cultural trouble. To this day, the 1930s
and its "Great Depression™ have - for better of worse - registered as a watershed, a trau-
matizing, yet also somewhat 'productive’ era in the American frame of mind and (cultural)
imagination. For example, President Franklin D. Roosevelt's New Deal program of eco-
nomic recovery and social reform, which implemented a series of governmental measu-
res to fight rising unemployment rates and poverty lines, was famously communicated via
the so-called ‘fireside chats' on the radio as part of a newly developed use of media. Inno-
vative formats such as the photo-essay in magazines like Life and Look provided a capti-
vating visual documentation of the Depression years. As a whole, many cultural expressi-
ons and literary projects were sponsored by FDR's New Deal politics, thus changing and
shaping the role of arts in theU.S. as such. Also, these years were profoundly marked by
a turn to the left, dubbed as the 'Red Decade.’

This class sets out to discuss the dynamic development of the Great Depression in Ame-
rican literature and culture, exploring various representations of the 1930s and their sym-
bolism, myths, media and genre versatility. We will focus on the variegated genres and
styles of writing in and about the Depression years in the U.S., analyzing novels (for ex-
ample, by John Steinbeck, Richard Wright, Tillie Olsen, Pearl S. Buck, and John Dos
Passos), plays (e.g., by Clifford Odets), photo-documentary (by James Agee and Walker
Evans; Dorothea Lange; and Margaret Bourke-White), as well as film (like It Happened
One Night by Frank Capra, Gone With the Wind, or, as a retrospective, To Kill A Mocking-
bird). Please note that this is a preliminary list which will be finalized and slightly conden-
sed by the beginning of the semester.

A number of readings will come in the form of excerpts or single chapters; most texts will
be made available in an e-reader via Stud.IP, but you are asked to purchase the following
three novels which we will discuss in full length:

John Steinbeck’'s The Grapes of Wrath (1939, Penguin edition with an introduction by
Robert DeMott preferred); Richard Wright's Native Son (1940; Vintage Classics edition
preferred) and Tillie Olsen's Yonnondio: From the Thirties (publ. 1974, but written in the
1930s; University of Nebraska Press edition preferred).

Further secondary literature will be made available on the reserve shelf in the library.

In his essay "Walking," Thoreau recounts this anecdote: "When a traveler asked
Wordsworth's servant to show him her master's study, she answered, 'Here is his library,
but his study is out of doors.™ Although Thoreau never strayed very far from Concord, he,
like many American writers of his generation, models himself on the British Romantics in
pursuit of what he calls "the art of Walking." This art involves leaving the city to discover
the self in nature, synchronizing the rhythm of one's walking with the rhythm of one's thin-
king, and engaging both body and mind with the world. Walk poetry thus conforms to the
pattern that M. H. Abrams calls the "greater Romantic lyric:" the lyrical subject penetra-
tes deeper into consciousness as he or she moves forward in space, physical landmarks
functioning as stages of self-reflection, and the journey tending towards a destination that
places the starting-point in a new light. The journey into nature is thus deeply personal,
but it is also political and territorial: Thoreau, for instance, links his hikes to Western ex-
pansion. One way to put this is that even the most idyllic stroll involves questions of power
and access. Who gets to leave the confines of the house? Where is he -- and traditional-
ly it is the man who gets to go outdoor -- allowed to walk? Has the landscape been divided
into political units or fenced off as private property?

This seminar will approach these questions by reading significant examples of walk
poetry along with the theories that have evolved to explain it. You will need your clo-
se-reading skills and your hiking boots. We will also follow in the footsteps of some of

our poets, taking hikes around Goéttingen as we think about metrical feet and their relati-
on to the rhythm of actual feet. We will read Wordsworth and Coleridge, and trace some
of Coleridge's Gottingen walks in his journals; we will read Yeats, and contemporary Bri-
tish poets such as Alice Oswald and Simon Armitage. On the American side, in addition
to Thoreau we will read Emerson, Dickinson, and Frost. We will also read Donna Stoneci-
pher as an example of a contemporary poet whose walks lead through urban landscapes.

The Nonhuman Turn comprises a whole spectrum of recent approaches in the humani-
ties, literature, and the arts that take into focus the relevance, diverse dimensions, and ex-
pression of the nonhuman: from other animals, plants, mushrooms, microbes, and enti-

re forests to inanimate materialities (e.g. stone, rivers, radioactivity, minerals) as well as
many different forms of artificial and digital life (code, robots, engines, systems, networks)
and forces that cannot be reduced to individual bodies or entities: the vital power of affect,
instincts, and empathy. However diverse these phenomena and approaches are, they
share an interest in redirecting attention from the human to the nonhuman, by attending
to the ways that other creatures, actors, and technologies "see" and experience the world
and assume agency. Hence the nonhuman turn strives to challenge the anthropocentri-
cism of common worldviews and the human exceptionalism that still informs our modes of
storytelling.

Following the project of "decentering the human in favor of a concern for the

nonhuman" (Richard Grusin), we will familiarize ourselves with relevant critical and philo-
sophical approaches that have provided ways of theorizing the nonhuman, among them
Bruno Latour's actor-network-theory, Katherine Hayles's concept of the posthuman em-
bodiment; Brian Massumi's reflection on instinct and expression; Erin Manning's art prac-
tice and ideas of "artfulness"; Wendy Hui Kyong Chun's work on code, networks, and di-
gital "crisis machines"; John Durham Peters's reflection on clouds and other "elemental”
media; Donna Haraway's idea of "naturecultures”, Karen's Barad's insistence on the in-
tra-activity of materiality and thought, Jane Bennett's notion of "vibrant matter,” and Stacy
Alaimo's concept of "trans-corporeality,” and Jeffrey Jerome Cohen's work on stone and a
more general "ecology of the inhuman."

We will further investigate literary works—fiction, nonfiction, and poetry—and selected art
works in order to explore how the nonhuman comes to matter and takes on agency. We
will read and discuss authors of the nineteenth century-Ralph Waldo Emerson, Henry Da-
vid Thoreau, Margaret Fuller, Emily Dickinson, and Walt Whitman; twentieth- and 21st-
century fiction and nonfiction by Octavia Butler, Ted Chiang, Ursula Le Guin; films by Bu-
ster Keaton and Charles Chaplin; and contemporary texts by Lydia Millett, Julia Corbett,
Katherine Weber, and others. The final selection of texts will be provided in the first mee-
ting of the course.

After the
roaring twenties and in the aftermath of the stock market crash, this decade was demarca-
ted by severe political, economic, social, as well as cultural trouble. To this day, the 1930s
and its "Great Depression" have - for better of worse - registered as a watershed, a trau-
matizing, yet also somewhat 'productive’ era in the American frame of mind and (cultural)
imagination. For example, President Franklin D. Roosevelt's New Deal program of eco-
nomic recovery and social reform, which implemented a series of governmental measu-
res to fight rising unemployment rates and poverty lines, was famously communicated via
the so-called ‘fireside chats' on the radio as part of a newly developed use of media. Inno-
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vative formats such as the photo-essay in magazines like Life and Look provided a capti-
vating visual documentation of the Depression years. As a whole, many cultural expressi-
ons and literary projects were sponsored by FDR's New Deal politics, thus changing and

shaping the role of arts in theU.S. as such. Also, these years were profoundly marked by

a turn to the left, dubbed as the 'Red Decade.’

This class sets out to discuss the dynamic development of the Great Depression in Ame-
rican literature and culture, exploring various representations of the 1930s and their sym-
bolism, myths, media and genre versatility. We will focus on the variegated genres and
styles of writing in and about the Depression years in the U.S., analyzing novels (for ex-
ample, by John Steinbeck, Richard Wright, Tillie Olsen, Pearl S. Buck, and John Dos
Passos), plays (e.g., by Clifford Odets), photo-documentary (by James Agee and Walker
Evans; Dorothea Lange; and Margaret Bourke-White), as well as film (like It Happened
One Night by Frank Capra, Gone With the Wind, or, as a retrospective, To Kill A Mocking-
bird). Please note that this is a preliminary list which will be finalized and slightly conden-
sed by the beginning of the semester.

A number of readings will come in the form of excerpts or single chapters; most texts will
be made available in an e-reader via Stud.IP, but you are asked to purchase the following
three novels which we will discuss in full length:

John Steinbeck’'s The Grapes of Wrath (1939, Penguin edition with an introduction by
Robert DeMott preferred); Richard Wright's Native Son (1940; Vintage Classics edition
preferred) and Tillie Olsen's Yonnondio: From the Thirties (publ. 1974, but written in the
1930s; University of Nebraska Press edition preferred).

The Nonhuman Turn comprises a whole spectrum of recent approaches in the humani-
ties, literature, and the arts that take into focus the relevance, diverse dimensions, and ex-
pression of the nonhuman: from other animals, plants, mushrooms, microbes, and enti-

re forests to inanimate materialities (e.g. stone, rivers, radioactivity, minerals) as well as
many different forms of artificial and digital life (code, robots, engines, systems, networks)
and forces that cannot be reduced to individual bodies or entities: the vital power of affect,
instincts, and empathy. However diverse these phenomena and approaches are, they
share an interest in redirecting attention from the human to the nonhuman, by attending
to the ways that other creatures, actors, and technologies "see" and experience the world
and assume agency. Hence the nonhuman turn strives to challenge the anthropocentri-
cism of common worldviews and the human exceptionalism that still informs our modes of
storytelling.
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Following the project of "decentering the human in favor of a concern for the

nonhuman” (Richard Grusin), we will familiarize ourselves with relevant critical and philo-
sophical approaches that have provided ways of theorizing the nonhuman, among them
Bruno Latour's actor-network-theory, Katherine Hayles's concept of the posthuman em-
bodiment; Brian Massumi's reflection on instinct and expression; Erin Manning's art prac-
tice and ideas of "artfulness"; Wendy Hui Kyong Chun's work on code, networks, and di-
gital "crisis machines"; John Durham Peters's reflection on clouds and other "elemental”
media; Donna Haraway's idea of "naturecultures”, Karen's Barad's insistence on the in-
tra-activity of materiality and thought, Jane Bennett's notion of "vibrant matter," and Stacy
Alaimo's concept of "trans-corporeality,” and Jeffrey Jerome Cohen's work on stone and a
more general "ecology of the inhuman."

We will further investigate literary works—fiction, nonfiction, and poetry—and selected art
works in order to explore how the nonhuman comes to matter and takes on agency. We
will read and discuss authors of the nineteenth century-Ralph Waldo Emerson, Henry Da-
vid Thoreau, Margaret Fuller, Emily Dickinson, and Walt Whitman; twentieth- and 21st-
century fiction and nonfiction by Octavia Butler, Ted Chiang, Ursula Le Guin; films by Bu-
ster Keaton and Charles Chaplin; and contemporary texts by Lydia Millett, Julia Corbett,
Katherine Weber, and others. The final selection of texts will be provided in the first mee-
ting of the course.

Kommentar The 1930s in the United States(and beyond) were a time of immense turmoil. After the
roaring twenties and in the aftermath of the stock market crash, this decade was demarca-
ted by severe political, economic, social, as well as cultural trouble. To this day, the 1930s
and its "Great Depression" have - for better of worse - registered as a watershed, a trau-
matizing, yet also somewhat 'productive’ era in the American frame of mind and (cultural)
imagination. For example, President Franklin D. Roosevelt's New Deal program of eco-
nomic recovery and social reform, which implemented a series of governmental measu-
res to fight rising unemployment rates and poverty lines, was famously communicated via
the so-called ‘fireside chats' on the radio as part of a newly developed use of media. Inno-
vative formats such as the photo-essay in magazines like Life and Look provided a capti-
vating visual documentation of the Depression years. As a whole, many cultural expressi-
ons and literary projects were sponsored by FDR's New Deal politics, thus changing and
shaping the role of arts in theU.S. as such. Also, these years were profoundly marked by
a turn to the left, dubbed as the 'Red Decade.’

This class sets out to discuss the dynamic development of the Great Depression in Ame-
rican literature and culture, exploring various representations of the 1930s and their sym-
bolism, myths, media and genre versatility. We will focus on the variegated genres and
styles of writing in and about the Depression years in the U.S., analyzing novels (for ex-
ample, by John Steinbeck, Richard Wright, Tillie Olsen, Pearl S. Buck, and John Dos
Passos), plays (e.qg., by Clifford Odets), photo-documentary (by James Agee and Walker
Evans; Dorothea Lange; and Margaret Bourke-White), as well as film (like It Happened
One Night by Frank Capra, Gone With the Wind, or, as a retrospective, To Kill A Mocking-
bird). Please note that this is a preliminary list which will be finalized and slightly conden-
sed by the beginning of the semester.

A number of readings will come in the form of excerpts or single chapters; most texts will
be made available in an e-reader via Stud.IP, but you are asked to purchase the following
three novels which we will discuss in full length:
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John Steinbeck's The Grapes of Wrath (1939, Penguin edition with an introduction by
Robert DeMott preferred); Richard Wright's Native Son (1940; Vintage Classics edition
preferred) and Tillie Olsen's Yonnondio: From the Thirties (publ. 1974, but written in the
1930s; University of Nebraska Press edition preferred).

Further secondary literature will be made available on the reserve shelf in the library.

Kommentar In his essay "Walking," Thoreau recounts this anecdote: "When a traveler asked
Wordsworth's servant to show him her master's study, she answered, 'Here is his library,
but his study is out of doors.™ Although Thoreau never strayed very far from Concord, he,
like many American writers of his generation, models himself on the British Romantics in
pursuit of what he calls "the art of Walking." This art involves leaving the city to discover
the self in nature, synchronizing the rhythm of one's walking with the rhythm of one's thin-
king, and engaging both body and mind with the world. Walk poetry thus conforms to the
pattern that M. H. Abrams calls the "greater Romantic lyric:" the lyrical subject penetra-
tes deeper into consciousness as he or she moves forward in space, physical landmarks
functioning as stages of self-reflection, and the journey tending towards a destination that
places the starting-point in a new light. The journey into nature is thus deeply personal,
but it is also political and territorial: Thoreau, for instance, links his hikes to Western ex-
pansion. One way to put this is that even the most idyllic stroll involves questions of power
and access. Who gets to leave the confines of the house? Where is he -- and traditional-
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ly it is the man who gets to go outdoor -- allowed to walk? Has the landscape been divided
into political units or fenced off as private property?

This seminar will approach these questions by reading significant examples of walk
poetry along with the theories that have evolved to explain it. You will need your clo-
se-reading skills and your hiking boots. We will also follow in the footsteps of some of

our poets, taking hikes around Goéttingen as we think about metrical feet and their relati-
on to the rhythm of actual feet. We will read Wordsworth and Coleridge, and trace some
of Coleridge's Gottingen walks in his journals; we will read Yeats, and contemporary Bri-
tish poets such as Alice Oswald and Simon Armitage. On the American side, in addition
to Thoreau we will read Emerson, Dickinson, and Frost. We will also read Donna Stoneci-
pher as an example of a contemporary poet whose walks lead through urban landscapes.

This lecture will provide an overview over the literature of the Victorian era (1837-1901).
For better or worse, the Victorian age is particularly noteworthy for the consolidation of
the culture of modernity that it withessed: The period is marked by rapid technological
change, urbanization, industrialization, the proliferation of empirical science, and by con-
stant imperial expansion. These developments were attended by the transformation of
many social relations in the realms of work, gender, family, and politics. Over the course
of the lecture, we will look at literary reflections of these developments in fiction, drama,
and poetry. In addition to these thematic concerns, we will also discuss literary-sociolo-
gical phenomena like the serialization and commoditization of novels, West-End theatre
culture, and the professionalization of literary criticism. All of these technological, political
and institutional novelties will be linked to the numerous formal literary innovations of the
age from the development of literary realism, over the literary application of naturalism, to-
wards the aesthetic challenge to the dominant representations of space and time that si-
gnaled the advent of modernism.

Shorter texts and excerpts will be made available via StudIP and are typically available in
the Norton Anthology of Literature: The Victorian Period (ed. Stephen Greenblatt). Additio-
nally, in order to ease the reading load during the semester, it is recommended to purcha-
se and to (start to) read the following novels by the beginning of the term (ideally in affor-
dable Penguin-Classics or Oxford-Classics- editions): Charlotte Bronte: Jane Eyre, Robert
Louis Stevenson: The Strange Case of Dr Jekyll and Mr Hyde.

In his essay "Walking," Thoreau recounts this anecdote: "When a traveler asked
Wordsworth's servant to show him her master's study, she answered, 'Here is his library,
but his study is out of doors." Although Thoreau never strayed very far from Concord, he,
like many American writers of his generation, models himself on the British Romantics in
pursuit of what he calls "the art of Walking." This art involves leaving the city to discover
the self in nature, synchronizing the rhythm of one's walking with the rhythm of one's thin-
king, and engaging both body and mind with the world. Walk poetry thus conforms to the
pattern that M. H. Abrams calls the "greater Romantic lyric:" the lyrical subject penetra-
tes deeper into consciousness as he or she moves forward in space, physical landmarks
functioning as stages of self-reflection, and the journey tending towards a destination that
places the starting-point in a new light. The journey into nature is thus deeply personal,
but it is also political and territorial: Thoreau, for instance, links his hikes to Western ex-
pansion. One way to put this is that even the most idyllic stroll involves questions of power
and access. Who gets to leave the confines of the house? Where is he -- and traditional-
ly it is the man who gets to go outdoor -- allowed to walk? Has the landscape been divided
into political units or fenced off as private property?

This seminar will approach these questions by reading significant examples of walk
poetry along with the theories that have evolved to explain it. You will need your clo-
se-reading skills and your hiking boots. We will also follow in the footsteps of some of

our poets, taking hikes around Goéttingen as we think about metrical feet and their relati-
on to the rhythm of actual feet. We will read Wordsworth and Coleridge, and trace some
of Coleridge's Gottingen walks in his journals; we will read Yeats, and contemporary Bri-
tish poets such as Alice Oswald and Simon Armitage. On the American side, in addition
to Thoreau we will read Emerson, Dickinson, and Frost. We will also read Donna Stoneci-
pher as an example of a contemporary poet whose walks lead through urban landscapes.

Travel accounts are usually written in the form of non-fiction or, less often, as novels. The-
re are, however, also some rare examples of lyrical descriptions of travel experiences.
This seminar is devoted to contemporary renditions of travel in poetry. The approaches to
travel taken by the selected authors differ widely texts: some of the writers are motivated
by the wish to see places faraway and encounter cultures previously unknown to them,
others travel to compare places and trace global developments, and yet others are intere-
sted in experiencing nearby places in new ways by looking at them through the eyes of a
traveller.

In this seminar we will discuss selected collections of poetry as well as individual poems,
paying attention to a variety of aspects, among them the historical dimension and percep-
tion of palimpsestic layering of places visited by the traveller; the interconnectedness of
the local and the global; the relation of form and content; as well as stylistic experimentati-
on. Apart from considerations of genre (travel writing, poetry), theoretical approaches will
also be taken from the areas of Spatial Studies, Regional vs. Transcultural Writing, Global
Studies, and Ecocriticism.

By
reading and discussing a wide variety of fictional and non-fictional texts of the period
(1840-1920), we will examine the extent to which imperialist ideology was discursively dis-
seminated, colonial and colonialist ideas reflected in writing, and paradoxical situations as
well as implicit criticism incorporated in the literature of the time.

Readings: Charlotte Bronté, Jane Eyre (1847) and E.M. Forster, A Passage to India
(1924); short fiction and poetry by writers like Rudyard Kipling, Flora Annie Steel, Ro-
bert Louis Stevenson, Joseph Conrad, and Somerset Maugham; as well as non-fictional
texts (taken from Elleke Boehmer, ed. Empire Writing: An Anthology of Colonial Literature
1870-1918). The selected novels ought to be read before classes start.

This lecture will provide an overview over the literature of the Victorian era (1837-1901).
For better or worse, the Victorian age is particularly noteworthy for the consolidation of
the culture of modernity that it withessed: The period is marked by rapid technological
change, urbanization, industrialization, the proliferation of empirical science, and by con-
stant imperial expansion. These developments were attended by the transformation of
many social relations in the realms of work, gender, family, and politics. Over the course
of the lecture, we will look at literary reflections of these developments in fiction, drama,
and poetry. In addition to these thematic concerns, we will also discuss literary-sociolo-
gical phenomena like the serialization and commoditization of novels, West-End theatre
culture, and the professionalization of literary criticism. All of these technological, political
and institutional novelties will be linked to the numerous formal literary innovations of the
age from the development of literary realism, over the literary application of naturalism, to-
wards the aesthetic challenge to the dominant representations of space and time that si-
gnaled the advent of modernism.

Shorter texts and excerpts will be made available via StudIP and are typically available in
the Norton Anthology of Literature: The Victorian Period (ed. Stephen Greenblatt). Additio-
nally, in order to ease the reading load during the semester, it is recommended to purcha-
se and to (start to) read the following novels by the beginning of the term (ideally in affor-
dable Penguin-Classics or Oxford-Classics- editions): Charlotte Bronte: Jane Eyre, Robert
Louis Stevenson: The Strange Case of Dr Jekyll and Mr Hyde.

This lecture shall be understood as thorough introduction and stimulating guide to the li-
terature and culture of England between 1100 and 1500. Based on occasional readings
which attendees will be asked to prepare for individual classes, we will familiarise oursel-
ves with a period that presents to us "gret diversité" in the English language, in its structu-
ral development and in its literature. The lecture provides an overview of most textual gen-
res found in Middle English literature. Like any literature, Middle English literature is tho-
roughly informed by the culture into which it is embedded. Therefore, the lecture will be
structured in such a way that it also provides an historical outline of the period as well as
the cultural specifities that have created such masterpieces as Sir Gawain and the Green
Knight or The Canterbury Tales.

This is the second in a series of four lecture courses devoted to exploring the cultural hi-
story of American literature. It is designed to provide an overview of U.S.-American litera-
ry and cultural history, beginning roughly with the burning of the U.S.S. Philadelphia in Tri-
poli Harbor in 1804 and ending with the explosion of the U.S.S. Maine in Havana Harbor
in 1898. As these framing examples suggest, the course will approach American literature
and culture from an international perspective, considering both its relation overseas en-
gagements and continental expansion, but also, more generally, American culture as part
of part of the process of transnational dialogue and exchange that led to the modern era.
As Emily Dickinson put it, "There is no frigate like a book." We will consider sentimenta-
lism, Transcendentalism, and the various authors of the American Renaissance. We will
read poetry in various forms, and also trace the development of various narrative genres
and modes, placing romance, realism, regionalism, and naturalism in their historical con-
text. We will consider painting, architecture, and popular culture, the emergence of pho-
tography, and their connection to major domestic crises such as the Civil War. We will al-
so consider political movements such as abolitionism and the slave narrative as a founda-
tional American genre. The aim of the lectures is to chart the cultural course of a new nati-
on expanding geographically, financially, and politically, from the first hesitant attempts to
consolidate the gains of the Revolutionary War to the self-confident maneuvering of a glo-
bal player on the threshold of the "American century."

An electronic course packet will be provided.

The 1930s in the United States(and beyond) were a time of immense turmoil. After the
roaring twenties and in the aftermath of the stock market crash, this decade was demarca-
ted by severe political, economic, social, as well as cultural trouble. To this day, the 1930s
and its "Great Depression" have - for better of worse - registered as a watershed, a trau-
matizing, yet also somewhat 'productive’ era in the American frame of mind and (cultural)
imagination. For example, President Franklin D. Roosevelt's New Deal program of eco-
nomic recovery and social reform, which implemented a series of governmental measu-
res to fight rising unemployment rates and poverty lines, was famously communicated via
the so-called ‘fireside chats' on the radio as part of a newly developed use of media. Inno-
vative formats such as the photo-essay in magazines like Life and Look provided a capti-
vating visual documentation of the Depression years. As a whole, many cultural expressi-
ons and literary projects were sponsored by FDR's New Deal politics, thus changing and
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shaping the role of arts in theU.S. as such. Also, these years were profoundly marked by
a turn to the left, dubbed as the 'Red Decade.’

This class sets out to discuss the dynamic development of the Great Depression in Ame-
rican literature and culture, exploring various representations of the 1930s and their sym-
bolism, myths, media and genre versatility. We will focus on the variegated genres and
styles of writing in and about the Depression years in the U.S., analyzing novels (for ex-
ample, by John Steinbeck, Richard Wright, Tillie Olsen, Pearl S. Buck, and John Dos
Passos), plays (e.g., by Clifford Odets), photo-documentary (by James Agee and Walker
Evans; Dorothea Lange; and Margaret Bourke-White), as well as film (like It Happened
One Night by Frank Capra, Gone With the Wind, or, as a retrospective, To Kill A Mocking-
bird). Please note that this is a preliminary list which will be finalized and slightly conden-
sed by the beginning of the semester.

A number of readings will come in the form of excerpts or single chapters; most texts will
be made available in an e-reader via Stud.IP, but you are asked to purchase the following
three novels which we will discuss in full length:

John Steinbeck's The Grapes of Wrath (1939, Penguin edition with an introduction by
Robert DeMott preferred); Richard Wright's Native Son (1940; Vintage Classics edition
preferred) and Tillie Olsen's Yonnondio: From the Thirties (publ. 1974, but written in the
1930s; University of Nebraska Press edition preferred).

Further secondary literature will be made available on the reserve shelf in the library.

In his essay "Walking," Thoreau recounts this anecdote: "When a traveler asked
Wordsworth's servant to show him her master's study, she answered, 'Here is his library,
but his study is out of doors." Although Thoreau never strayed very far from Concord, he,
like many American writers of his generation, models himself on the British Romantics in
pursuit of what he calls "the art of Walking." This art involves leaving the city to discover
the self in nature, synchronizing the rhythm of one's walking with the rhythm of one's thin-
king, and engaging both body and mind with the world. Walk poetry thus conforms to the
pattern that M. H. Abrams calls the "greater Romantic lyric:" the lyrical subject penetra-
tes deeper into consciousness as he or she moves forward in space, physical landmarks
functioning as stages of self-reflection, and the journey tending towards a destination that
places the starting-point in a new light. The journey into nature is thus deeply personal,
but it is also political and territorial: Thoreau, for instance, links his hikes to Western ex-
pansion. One way to put this is that even the most idyllic stroll involves questions of power
and access. Who gets to leave the confines of the house? Where is he -- and traditional-
ly it is the man who gets to go outdoor -- allowed to walk? Has the landscape been divided
into political units or fenced off as private property?

This seminar will approach these questions by reading significant examples of walk
poetry along with the theories that have evolved to explain it. You will need your clo-
se-reading skills and your hiking boots. We will also follow in the footsteps of some of

our poets, taking hikes around Goéttingen as we think about metrical feet and their relati-
on to the rhythm of actual feet. We will read Wordsworth and Coleridge, and trace some
of Coleridge's Gottingen walks in his journals; we will read Yeats, and contemporary Bri-
tish poets such as Alice Oswald and Simon Armitage. On the American side, in addition
to Thoreau we will read Emerson, Dickinson, and Frost. We will also read Donna Stoneci-
pher as an example of a contemporary poet whose walks lead through urban landscapes.

The Nonhuman Turn comprises a whole spectrum of recent approaches in the humani-
ties, literature, and the arts that take into focus the relevance, diverse dimensions, and ex-
pression of the nonhuman: from other animals, plants, mushrooms, microbes, and enti-

re forests to inanimate materialities (e.g. stone, rivers, radioactivity, minerals) as well as
many different forms of artificial and digital life (code, robots, engines, systems, networks)
and forces that cannot be reduced to individual bodies or entities: the vital power of affect,
instincts, and empathy. However diverse these phenomena and approaches are, they
share an interest in redirecting attention from the human to the nonhuman, by attending
to the ways that other creatures, actors, and technologies "see" and experience the world
and assume agency. Hence the nonhuman turn strives to challenge the anthropocentri-
cism of common worldviews and the human exceptionalism that still informs our modes of
storytelling.

Following the project of "decentering the human in favor of a concern for the

nonhuman" (Richard Grusin), we will familiarize ourselves with relevant critical and philo-
sophical approaches that have provided ways of theorizing the nonhuman, among them
Bruno Latour's actor-network-theory, Katherine Hayles's concept of the posthuman em-
bodiment; Brian Massumi's reflection on instinct and expression; Erin Manning's art prac-
tice and ideas of "artfulness"; Wendy Hui Kyong Chun's work on code, networks, and di-
gital "crisis machines"; John Durham Peters's reflection on clouds and other "elemental”
media; Donna Haraway's idea of "naturecultures"”, Karen's Barad's insistence on the in-
tra-activity of materiality and thought, Jane Bennett's notion of "vibrant matter,” and Stacy
Alaimo's concept of "trans-corporeality,” and Jeffrey Jerome Cohen's work on stone and a
more general "ecology of the inhuman.”

We will further investigate literary works—fiction, nonfiction, and poetry—and selected art
works in order to explore how the nonhuman comes to matter and takes on agency. We
will read and discuss authors of the nineteenth century-Ralph Waldo Emerson, Henry Da-
vid Thoreau, Margaret Fuller, Emily Dickinson, and Walt Whitman; twentieth- and 21st-
century fiction and nonfiction by Octavia Butler, Ted Chiang, Ursula Le Guin; films by Bu-
ster Keaton and Charles Chaplin; and contemporary texts by Lydia Millett, Julia Corbett,
Katherine Weber, and others. The final selection of texts will be provided in the first mee-
ting of the course.

The 1930s in the United States(and beyond) were a time of immense turmoil. After the
roaring twenties and in the aftermath of the stock market crash, this decade was demarca-
ted by severe political, economic, social, as well as cultural trouble. To this day, the 1930s
and its "Great Depression™ have - for better of worse - registered as a watershed, a trau-
matizing, yet also somewhat 'productive’ era in the American frame of mind and (cultural)
imagination. For example, President Franklin D. Roosevelt's New Deal program of eco-
nomic recovery and social reform, which implemented a series of governmental measu-
res to fight rising unemployment rates and poverty lines, was famously communicated via
the so-called ‘fireside chats' on the radio as part of a newly developed use of media. Inno-
vative formats such as the photo-essay in magazines like Life and Look provided a capti-
vating visual documentation of the Depression years. As a whole, many cultural expressi-
ons and literary projects were sponsored by FDR's New Deal politics, thus changing and
shaping the role of arts in theU.S. as such. Also, these years were profoundly marked by
a turn to the left, dubbed as the 'Red Decade.’

This class sets out to discuss the dynamic development of the Great Depression in Ame-
rican literature and culture, exploring various representations of the 1930s and their sym-
bolism, myths, media and genre versatility. We will focus on the variegated genres and
styles of writing in and about the Depression years in the U.S., analyzing novels (for ex-
ample, by John Steinbeck, Richard Wright, Tillie Olsen, Pearl S. Buck, and John Dos
Passos), plays (e.g., by Clifford Odets), photo-documentary (by James Agee and Walker
Evans; Dorothea Lange; and Margaret Bourke-White), as well as film (like It Happened
One Night by Frank Capra, Gone With the Wind, or, as a retrospective, To Kill A Mocking-
bird). Please note that this is a preliminary list which will be finalized and slightly conden-
sed by the beginning of the semester.

A number of readings will come in the form of excerpts or single chapters; most texts will
be made available in an e-reader via Stud.IP, but you are asked to purchase the following
three novels which we will discuss in full length:

John Steinbeck’'s The Grapes of Wrath (1939, Penguin edition with an introduction by
Robert DeMott preferred); Richard Wright's Native Son (1940; Vintage Classics edition
preferred) and Tillie Olsen's Yonnondio: From the Thirties (publ. 1974, but written in the
1930s; University of Nebraska Press edition preferred).

Further secondary literature will be made available on the reserve shelf in the library.

In his essay "Walking," Thoreau recounts this anecdote: "When a traveler asked
Wordsworth's servant to show him her master's study, she answered, 'Here is his library,
but his study is out of doors.™ Although Thoreau never strayed very far from Concord, he,
like many American writers of his generation, models himself on the British Romantics in
pursuit of what he calls "the art of Walking." This art involves leaving the city to discover
the self in nature, synchronizing the rhythm of one's walking with the rhythm of one's thin-
king, and engaging both body and mind with the world. Walk poetry thus conforms to the
pattern that M. H. Abrams calls the "greater Romantic lyric:" the lyrical subject penetra-
tes deeper into consciousness as he or she moves forward in space, physical landmarks
functioning as stages of self-reflection, and the journey tending towards a destination that
places the starting-point in a new light. The journey into nature is thus deeply personal,
but it is also political and territorial: Thoreau, for instance, links his hikes to Western ex-
pansion. One way to put this is that even the most idyllic stroll involves questions of power
and access. Who gets to leave the confines of the house? Where is he -- and traditional-
ly it is the man who gets to go outdoor -- allowed to walk? Has the landscape been divided
into political units or fenced off as private property?

This seminar will approach these questions by reading significant examples of walk
poetry along with the theories that have evolved to explain it. You will need your clo-
se-reading skills and your hiking boots. We will also follow in the footsteps of some of

our poets, taking hikes around Goéttingen as we think about metrical feet and their relati-
on to the rhythm of actual feet. We will read Wordsworth and Coleridge, and trace some
of Coleridge's Gottingen walks in his journals; we will read Yeats, and contemporary Bri-
tish poets such as Alice Oswald and Simon Armitage. On the American side, in addition
to Thoreau we will read Emerson, Dickinson, and Frost. We will also read Donna Stoneci-
pher as an example of a contemporary poet whose walks lead through urban landscapes.
