I. Background

According to the CRC website the “Collaborative Research Center aims at providing science-based
knowledge on how to protect and enhance the ecological functions of tropical forests and
agricultural transformation systems at a landscape scale, while improving human welfare. [...]The
CRC scientific projects will analyze and compare a broad range of issues, including above and below
ground biodiversity, soil fertility, water, nutrient and greenhouse gas fluxes, as well as economic,
social, cultural and political aspects related to rainforest transformation.

At the same time, understanding a
diverse set of research questions across disciplines and their approach to answer questions requires
time and open minds as well as a brain.

there still seems to be potential to enhance a deeper understanding on the research conducted
within the CRC.
